Job Description:

Radiologic Technologists produce x-ray films (radiographs) of parts of the human body for use in diagnosing medical
problems. They prepare patients for radiologic examinations by explaining the procedure, removing articles such as
jewelry, through which x-rays cannot pass, and positioning patients so that the parts of the body can be appropriately
radiographed. To prevent unnecessary radiation exposure, technologists surround the exposed area with radiation
protection devices, such as lead shields, or limit the size of the x-ray beam. Radiologic technologists position
radiographic equipment at the correct angle and height over the appropriate area of a patient’s body.

Average Education Required
Employees in these occupations usually need several years of work-related experience, on-the-job training, and/or
vocational training.

Related Occupations

Radiologic technologists operate sophisticated equipment to help physicians, dentists, and other health practitioners
diagnose and treat patients. Workers in related occupations include radiation dosimetrists, nuclear medicine
technologists, cardiovascular technologists and technicians, radiation therapists, perfusionists, respiratory therapists,
clinical laboratory technologists, and electroneurodiagnostic technologists.
